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BEVERLY SHIPKO

Beverly Shipko is a national contemporary realist artist and avid art historian who is fascinated by food, especially desserts. Her confection obsession started as a child when she worked in her grandfather’s gourmet grocery store, packed full of delectable treats. So it is not surprising Shipko was drawn to working on iconic food brands in a variety of advertising and marketing positions. Now she has redirected her efforts to achieve artistic success as a still life food painter and lecturer. 
Shipko is best known for her paintings of partially consumed classic desserts. For over two decades, she has taken a “slice-of-life” approach, resulting in paintings of Oreos and ice creams with bites taken out, along with cakes, pies and tarts that have pieces missing. Recently she branched out to explore packaged desserts, vending machines bakery shelves, eggs and other ingredients.
These simple pleasures of everyday life have universal appeal to collectors, galleries, and museums all over the country, evoking nostalgic memories and smiles.

ARTIST STATEMENT

Usually I paint in oil, typically using a wet-on-wet painterly technique, often applying paint to the canvas like icing on a cake. One of my favorite parts of the process is building up the paint surfaces of the crumbs to emulate the real thing. The rich oil medium allows me to capture the luscious, tempting nature of desserts, with their enticing textures, shapes, and colors that seduce you with promises of mouth-watering rewards.

While the healthier world of fruits and vegetables often beckons, as it has in my vending machine series, there is something more tantalizing about these gooey, decadent edibles that will always have a special place in my heart. I believe that on some level all people are attracted to things they are not supposed to have. I am no exception. My own challenge is to paint the subject matter on one hand, while not devouring these “forbidden fruits” with the other. 
One reason that I am drawn to making Sogetsu Ikebana arrangements is there is no temptation, only the joyful experience of creating with natural materials. I feel like I’m painting with flowers. 

This past year we have been exploring non-traditional materials, opening the door to producing Ikebana sculptures – at least that’s how I think of them during the creative process. Sometimes my arrangements feel surprising modern and abstract, a surprising complement to my realistic food paintings, giving me an alternative creative outlet for a different aspect of expression.

For me, Sogetsu Ikebana has evolved into a combination of art, still life, sculpture, and performance art. It’s something I feel compelled to do.
